The Holy Quran as the book and the main source of all religions and
Islamic sects has a monotheistic literature. Verses and concepts like “be
united”, “cooperation”, “united Ummah”, “Hezbollah” and
“Sabghatollah” wholly or sometimes emphatically emphasize on the
concept of unity in a reformed way. Although, the concept of unity in the
Holy Quran is not limited to the Islamic Ummah, but also at a wider
level, it includes other monotheistic (Abrahamic) religions.

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Comparison of meaningfulness of personal life and coping
styles of stress among teachers of special schools with ordinary
school teachers

The purpose of this study is to compare meaningfulness of personal life
and coping styles of stress among teachers of special schools with
ordinary school teachers. The statistical population includes teachers of
special schools and teachers of ordinary schools in Tehran. Y¢ teachers
working in special schools and Y¢ teachers working in ordinary schools
were selected as sample in accessible form. The participants completed
contrastive questionnaire (Lazarus-Folkman, Y4AY) and meaningfulness
personal life profile (Wang, Y43A).According to the findings of this
study, teachers of special schools and ordinary schools has some
distinctive differences between religion and intimacy on meaningfulness
personal life profile but there was no distinctive differences between
progress, communication, self-esteem, self-acceptance, and fair behavior
among them. There are significant differences between the two groups
of teachers in confronting, disposing, seeking social support and solving
the problem in regard to coping styles of stresses. However, there is no
significant difference between the two groups in the components of
taking responsibility, avoidance and escape, self-control and positive
evaluation, No teachers found. So, according to above mentioned
findings, main theories of this study are approved.
